Returning to school information – IMPORTANT 
 

Although the children are returning to school, we ask that you continue to adhere to the current 
Government guidelines on social distancing. Please maintain at least a one-metre distance at all 
times when you are entering or leaving the school site. Masks for adults must be worn and we ask 
that parents leave the school site promptly after dropping off and collecting their children.  
 

The school gates will be open at 8.40am, all children MUST be in their classroom by 8.55am, ready to 
start their day. The school reception remains closed.

Early Years Children will finish their day at 3.10pm 
Year 1 & 2 Children will finish their day at 3.15pm 
Year 3 & 4 Children will finish their day at 3.20pm 
Year 5 & 6 Children will finish their day at 3.25pm
